	Introduction:

Inquiry method:

Shape of sun, earth, moon?

Whole class:

Size: 

Aprox.  109 earths span the diameter of the sun and

4 moons cover the diameter of the earth

Relative size:

Let children investigate size of thumb when close to eye, and again at arm’s length

Size and position:

Hold three spherical shapes in the classroom to show relative size and position (e.g. pin head, pea, football)

Activities: See Differentiated Activities Column

Plenary:

Summarise location and movement of earth, sun and moon with children.

Introduce the concept of spinning on an axis
	(Remember all science diagrams should be fully labelled)

HA

MA – Draw the sun, earth and moon, including position and relative size.

Use directional arrows to demonstrate movement.

LA – Draw and label sun, earth and moon in a row.

SEN – Colour, cut out and label three different sized circles to indicate sun, earth and moon
