Crystals
Different solutions form different crystals when they solidify – depending on the nature and temperature of the liquid.

The shape of the crystal that forms is a physical change in matter. All crystals of the same materials have the same shape, regardless of size
Finding crystals:

Use a magnifying glass to look for the shapes of crystals:


*Epsom salts


*Table salt


*Honey


*Water (walls of the freezer)

Making Crystals:


*Rock candy


Boil water and stir in sugar until all dissolved.


Place in a jar, and suspend a seed crystal on a string


A large “seed crystal” can be used to start the growth – or a paper clip 


which will weigh the string down
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
