	To identify uses of rocks

*To identify different types of rocks and investigate their uses

*To investigate places where different rocks are used

*To understand that different groups of rocks are more suited for different functions
	Introduction:

Ask children to remind you of the three different types of rocks and the main characteristics of each type
Whole class:

*Focusing on the characteristics of each rock type (provide direction but not answers at this stage). Ask children, which rock type:

*Might be used for high wear areas – such as walkways

*For strong for large buildings?

*Which might carve more easily for statues?

*Which would be pretty to use?

*Which might be used for jewellery

Place a range of rock samples on the tables. 

In mixed ability groups, let children investigate and group rocks into different possible uses

Plenary:

Discuss names of some common rocks with children 

Identify those rocks that they have correctly grouped – note similarity with 3 rock types

Together tabulate a short summary for recording into books

EAL:

	Introduction:
