	To understand where and how fossils are formed

*To understand why fossils are found only in sedimentary rock

*To understand the type of things that form fossils

*To have the skill to manipulate materials to create a fossil effect
	Introduction:

Remind children of the three kinds of rock

Explain what a fossil is

Ask children which type of rock would have fossils Use elimination, if necessary, to explain that sedimentary rock would be the only type where fossils could remain
Whole class:

*Explain that children will be making their own ‘footprints’ or fossils making imprints in sand

*Explain that the imprint (made with objects or fingers) must not be too shallow, or the fossil will crack

*In groups (pairs?) make imprints

*Wait for plaster of paris to dry before removing

Plenary:

Why was this shape obtained?

How do you think footprint samples are sometimes found (not real fossils!!)
